VT. WEATHERIZATION TRUST FUND

In 1990 Vermont created the home weatherization assistance trust fund in the state treasury. Title 33 V.S.A., chapter 25.

This is funded through a tax of 0.5% of the gross receipts from the sale of non-transportation energy: heating oil, electricity, natural gas, propane, coal. The proceeds are held in the state treasury.

Expenditures are controlled by the director of the state office of economic opportunity.

The fund also includes federal weatherization grant monies. The fund has been exclusively applied to its express purposes since its inception. It provides the bulk of the weatherization program budget in Vermont (2/3 to 3/4).
