Phase V Options
Building code upgrade.   Work to ensure that the R.I. building code encourages energy efficiency in new buildings.  The RI state building standards committee is about to begin upgrading the energy building code, for adoption in 2007.  Quantitative information about cost-effective code upgrades will be developed for Stakeholders to consider bringing to bear in the code upgrade process.

Compact appliances initiative.  Develop information on the consumer benefits of acquiring more compact appliances and equipment.  Earlier phases of the GHG process identified equipment over-sizing as a source of energy waste, GHG emissions, and higher consumer costs.  Phase V will work with the electric utility, gas utility, and energy office to develop and roll out a targeted information dissemination program. [
Gas energy efficiency.  Analyze the potential for cost-effective demand-side management (DSM) programs aimed at buildings and equipment that use natural gas.  It is expected that a new gas DSM pilot program will provide valuable information for designing a full-scale program.  The analysis and program design will address technologies and measures to be promoted, target markets, and the regulatory treatment of gas DSM costs.  

Oil heat efficiency and alternative fuel.   Two activities will build on the foundation laid in Phase IV.

· Design programs to (a) demonstrate advanced new oilheat technologies in targeted residential and commercial applications, and (b) demonstrate biofuels in additional R.I. markets.  These pilot programs will be designed in conjunction with the Oil Heat Institute of R.I.

· Research funding methods to support ongoing oil heat energy efficiency and alternative energy programs on a sustained basis.  This work will include the design of legislation. 
Linkage for gas and oil to low income issues.   

High performance schools (HPS).  Complementary activities will build on groundwork laid in Phase IV.

· New schools: work with the R.I. Dept. of Education to develop a policy increasing the energy and environmental performance of new facilities as part of the state’s construction aid grants and loans.

· All schools: liaise with the R.I. HPS working group to assist in developing tools to promote energy and environmental performance as part of ongoing operation and maintenance activities, including curriculum-integrated tools.
